In the name of Allah, the Most Gracious, the Most Merciful: 






All Praise is due to Allah, Lord of the Universe 






The Most Gracious, the Most Merciful. 






Owner of the Day of Judgement. 






You alone do we worship, and You alone we turn to for help 






Guide us to the straight path; 






The path of those on whom You have bestowed your grace, not (the way) of those who have earned Your anger, nor of
those who went astray.
